4. Implementation

The given Agreement does not impose any financial obligations on
any of parties. Any financial obligations will be additionally discussed
in each separate case and depend on the financial possibilities of both
parties. Both institutions can submit joint demands for reception of
financing and research grants for conduction of joint investigations.
All commitments and obligations related to the projects approved
under this Agreement shall be administered in accordance with
cach countries normal legal practice, specific terms and conditions of
funding agencies.

S. Planning of work

Both parties will coordinate strategic planning of the joint activities
and programs. Each party is responsible to provide the appropriate
amount of time and resources to the activities that are in the mutual
benefit and equal interest of both institutes.

6. Liability and insurance

Upon this Agreement, each party is responsible or providing
adequate health insurance for her own investigators and participants of
joint programs.

The persons participating in the joint program activities are liable for
thetr own actions under the jurisdiction of host country legislation.
